Fixing shapes and scribbles to a picture

In the example below, we have a picture (green woman), a shape (a red ring) and some freehand
drawing (blue scribble and yellow highlighting). Note you need to open this document using full
Word desktop, not the reduced Word Online version.

If the picture needs to move around the document, we want the shapes to move with it. We need to
“group” all the pieces into one group.

This cannot be done if the picture has the layout “in line with text” (don’t know why, sorry). So set
each item to have another layout such as “With text wrapping top and bottom”.

Now select all the items, by holding Ctrl key (or Cmd on a Mac) and clicking each item in turn until all
are selected. Then choose Group from the Arrange group of a Format ribbon tab. Then if necessary
reset the layout option to “With text wrapping top and bottom”.

With this layout option, the composite image stays together, and stays between the text paragraphs.
Try dragging it around amongst the text. But you lose the paragraph formatting advantages that we
saw with the layout “In line with text”, such as centring and setting space before and after, so you
will need to drag the composite image sideways into a suitable position.
